
 COUNCIL MEETING

AUGUST 15, 2018
     WEDNESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, August 15, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth, Ken Hickman and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.   

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 6:00 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the minutes of the regular on August 1, 2018.  
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   ...none this time.
VISITORS:   COREY HAYNES...MONON PARK BOARD PRESIDENT.   Corey Haynes presented updated info on the proposed park splash pad project.   He gave everyone a picture rendering of how the pad will look at the existing basketball court area.   He also let everyone know what the total costs will be.   The total is $252,358.05... this is a little less then anticipated.   The grant that they are going after will cover a lot of these costs but we need to have a matching percentage amount.   Right now there has been $47,000 pledged so far.      

--Corey also discussed having the Food Fest Day and Garage Sale Day on different days.   We told him that he should bring this up with our Chamber people.   

---Corey then brought up his concern about grass clippings from mowers being sprayed out into the streets.   We told him we are passing out info to residents about that right now.     
JON BORGERS, WESSLER ENGR... SEWER LINING GRANT.   Jon was not present so Clerk Brown made his presentation.   Jon wanted us to vote on the Grant Agreement and the Notice to Proceed Agreement.   Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to go ahead with the Grant Agreement for $542,535.50
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the Notice to Proceed Agreement.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.    

*There will be a start-up meeting at the KIRPC building for the project on August 27, 2018.

PARK ISSUES...   1. Superintendent Rodgers is going to purchase 2 new water fountains for the park.   

A professional BAT removal person has done some work at the Cabin and sealed up some holes.

Finnegan Construction will try and install 2 swing frames before the weather gets bad.   4. Member Hickman commented on the price for the splash pad pertaining to 3 new benches being installed.   We may just decide to install them ourselves.   4. Rose Acres egg farm donated $1200 to the park for new soccer goals.   Thanks Rose Acres !!!

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Per Tony... a couple more inspections have started.   At the WW Treatment Plant they are working on fixing the drying beds, fixing the sludge pumps and fixing the grit removal system.     

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. Marshal Young is looking at some of the remodeled properties around town that do not clean up their messes.   2. Roger will also be tagging more vehicles, boats, etc... that are setting illegally.  

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is working with US Aggregates to see if they will bring their big front end loader to help clean a path for us to run the storm sewer to drain the area.

STREET PARKING INVESTIGATION... With Member Selagy help, the areas we will look are Linden Street, Arch – Race and 4th Street.   Tony's group will be starting to install 20 new Stop signs.   There will also be 2 new railroad signs installed.

STREET PAVING / GRANT STARTING...  The grant application process started on August 6 and runs to September 28.   We are going with the quote from Central Paving from Logansport.   We will hopefully have the application submitted here within a week.   *Street paving, if we are awarded the grant,  will probably be delayed until next spring with the late start the State got on starting the program this summer.

*Town & Country Paving will get our contract for the small cut paving areas.

BUDGET FOR 2019...  The PUBLIC HEARING date for the budget will be September the 19th with the PUBLIC ADOPTION MEETING being October the 3rd.   Our meeting with the State's DLGF representative will be in Monticello went well.   We will upload the meeting's advertisement onto the State's website by September 9.  The full budget must be downloaded to the State by November 5. 

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...  1. Tony commented that the 3 summer help people worked out wonderfully this year.    2. Tony's work truck, front end was damaged by Ron Kyburz's dump truck.   Ron's insurance is paying for the repair.   3. The computers that help run part of the Water Plant will be checked on soon by the BL Anderson Company.   The water softener media will also be checked soon.      4. Tony said he is getting closer to finding a vacant lot to put our grass clippings and tree branches.    5. Our F450 diesel truck is having engine problems again.  The cost this time will be $2300.   The total cost just for the engine the last 3 years is $12,405.   6. Tony is getting manhole and water meter riser information for the quote for Central Paving.    7. Summer worker person Nick Lewis will be working (1) day a week for us.    8. Worker Nate has repaired the hydraulic lines on the street sweeper.    9. Street curb cleaning will be starting soon.   10. Tony is looking to some of our neighboring towns to find a CERTIFIED  sewer and water operator to cover for him when he is away.    11. The hydrant on Middlestat Street will be repaired by the EJP company.       

Marshal Roger Young...  1. Roger plus other County, State Police and K9 officers had a sting operation at one of our town businesses.   2. Roger ordered 4 more Neighbor Watch signs for the town.   He even got the White County FOP to pay for them... thanks Roger. 


Clerk Tim Brown...  1. We received the School Resource Officer contract today from North White.  
Attorney Dellinger reviewed it he he has some changes that North White needs to make.   2. The outside 
remodel of Town Hall is completed and it looks SUPER.   3. County Commissioner David Diener spoke 
with Clerk Brown and stated that we probably have a good chance getting some of the tipping fee money 
this next year from the Liberty Landfill Area... thank you Attorney Dellinger!    4. We have applied for a 
$1000 grant from the County Foundation for helping to pay for the Town Hall remodel.   5. KIRPC's 
parking lot...which is actually the Town's Parking Lot need re-surfaced.   KIRPC asked if we would pay 
half the cost of the paving.   


Stacy Selagy made the motion that we pay half of the amount for paving.


Ken Hickman seconded the motion.    The motion carried.   


6. The Glotzbach Pharmacy from Fowler is still interested (maybe) putting a satellite pharmacy in Monon.


We will keep our fingers crossed!   7. Colin Betts, White Co. APC director will be at our September 5 
meeting to present a couple of new ordinances.    8. There will be a Executive Meeting following our 
September 5 meeting about evaluations.    9. We told Marshal Young that the downtown trash cans need 
dumped (+) Roger and Deputy Lanoue need to turn in some time cards. 


Member Quasebarth...  Kirk mentioned that Fire Chief Hahn stated that Engine 6 needs some major 
engine work.   We said we would help out all we can with the repairs.
Ron Benakovich made the motion to adjourn the meeting.

Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
