The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, February 20, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers and 

Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Absent were President Rosemary Cooley, Vice President Stacy Selagy and Attorney Dow Dellinger.

Clerk -Treasurer Tim Brown started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from January 16, 2019 meeting.  
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… 
Grant... The preliminary lining work has been completed (but) the regular lining work has not been started.


Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineering is getting after the lining company to get all of the work 
completed soon.   There is a deadline for this work to be completed.

*The other 2 items here have nothing new to report.    

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young will be handing out several “red tags” here soon when the weather clears for property clean-ups.    Our police officers will also start tagging more abandoned vehicles. 

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  A water-way was dug this week through the drainage problem area.   Other areas for improvement in the future will be tiling and a couple of catch basins.

(PROPOSED) SOLAR FIELD PROJECT IN OUR WELLHEAD AREA...  Superintendent Rodgers has met with North White High School and the solar field company.   He has also sent info to IDEM about the project and they to do not have any problem. 
2019 COUNCIL / CLERK-TREASURER (ELECTION) PAPERWORK...  The White County Clerk has sent us our filing paperwork to run for office this fall.   Clerk Brown passed the forms out to the Council members.   The filing deadline with the County is August 1, 2019.

2018 YEAR END FINANCIAL REPORT PROGRESS...  The report was finished on February 20th and it was electronically submitted to the State.   The report will also be published the the Monticello Herald Journal and The News & Review newspapers.

2019 NEPOTISM / CONFLICT OF INTEREST FORMS SIGNING...   All full time employees signed and returned these forms.  The forms were then filed into our Internal Controls Manual.

2019 TRI-KAPPA YEARLY PROCLAMATION...   Clerk Brown read out loud the proclamation from the local Tri-Kappa organization.   This year's Tri-Kappa week is February 17th to the 23rd.   The proclamation was also published in the News & Review newspaper. 
Superintendent Tony Rodgers...     1.Tony found a copy of what the Solar Field would look like.  Our members reviewed it.    2.The furnace at the WW Treatment Plant garage area has been replaced.    3.Tony went over the details about the easement that the railroad wants right by the entrance to the WW Plant.   Everything looks good about the easement and Dow our attorney is finishing it up.   4.There were a couple of small water line freezing matters during the last month or so and they were taken care of.   5.Bobby Wayne who lives off of west Highway 16 approached Tony about a drainage problem in his alley.  Tony said we would look at problem and hopefully fix it for him.    6.Central Paving, who is doing our paving this year, will be here March 3rd to discuss when they could possibly start the project.  *Ken Hickman asked if we are going to be paving any of our alleys...and the answer is hopefully yes.   Ken also asked about paving at the Park and the answer still is yes.    7.Clint Garling our WW operator will start taking his certification classes here soon.   8.The Alliance of  Indiana Rural Water will be holding a full day conference at our Civic Center on Wednesday, February 27, 2019.  Since we are hosting the event all of our workers get to attend for free.

Marshal Roger Young...  1.Roger stated that there are 2 training day events coming up.   The first one is March 22nd at Frontier High School and deals with active shooters.   The second training will last 2 days in Monticello and the presenter is a law enforcement official form the east coast.  This training will be over drugs and criminal activity.    2.Roger and his officers have been concentrating on lots of paperwork here lately.  


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim brought up the need for a motion to separate the paving money in our MVH 
account in an account called MVP-Restricted.   The State has mandated this move.   


Ron Benakovich made the motion to separate the MVH & the MVH-Restricted paving account.


Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.    

2.Our TRECS repay utility bill 
program has had our first payment to us.  We have now approximately 10 active accounts for pay backs.


3.There are 4 yearly payments we have not received yet after billing them at the first of the year.   The first 
payment is from the County for $12,000.00 for our EMT program.   The second, third and forth missing 
payments are from Monon Township.   $15,000.00 for EMT's;  $9000.00 for our Park and $8000.00 for 
the Fire Department.  Hopefully we will receive these payments soon.


Council Member Hickman...  said he has received complaints about the railroad crossings in the area 
being blocked by stopped freight trains.   Roger explained that CSX is almost impossible to deal with 
because they always tell us it is a mechanical issue and there is nothing we can do about it.  *We tell 
people when they contact us at Town Hall that there is a blue sign on the crossing arms with a CSX 
telephone number so they can complain to CSX directly.  


*Ken Hickman made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  


Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
