(REGULAR)
     MARCH 20, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, March 20, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ron Benakovich and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Absent were Members Ken Hickman and Kirk Quasebarth. 

President Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the regular and executive meeting minutes from 

March 6, 2019 meeting.  
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   None this time.
VISITORS:   No one this time... 
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  The lining work started on Monday.   The Onken house on the west side of town had their sewers back up because of the lining work.   The lining company people are cleaning up their house.  The areas they are working in will have yellow door tags on their doors when they are doing the lining work.   *We have purchased a hydrant meter for the lining company to use to tell us how much water they are using.  This meter has been misplaced by the company.   We will keep on them until they find it and return it to us.      

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young stated that 33 vehicles have been tagged and most of them have been removed.   Three were removed by a wrecker company.     -Roger and his deputies will soon start tagging houses.     -There is an old trailer house at the corner of 2nd and Race Streets that needs totally removed.        

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is now looking to a new option on draining this area.   After speaking to Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineering, we may try to drain the water north  under Highway 16 to an existing drain.  Tony will start researching info on how to do this with INDOT. 

TOWNSHIP AGREEMENTS FOR OUR PARK, FIRE DEPT. & OUR EMS SERVICE...   The Township Advisory Board voted and returned the “signed” copies of all of the yearly agreements to us for our Council's approval.      Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the agreements for the EMS, Park & Fire Dept. contracts for 2019.           Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.    The motion carried.    

COMMUNITY CROSSING PAVING GRANT UPDATE...  Everything is good with INDOT and our paving company and the paving should start around the first part of June.   *We are also going to use our “own money” and pave parts of the 2 paved alleys in town and also some of the Town Park drive area.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...     1.Tony attended his annual water & wastewater conference last week.

2.Tony will soon be hiring 1 or 2 new employees.   One of our laborers was just dismissed and our wastewater operator Clint Garling is resigning this Friday.  We have put ads in our local papers plus we put the info on our out front yard sign.     3.Tony will continue having his monthly staff meetings.     4.We will be borrowing a tractor from either Francesville or Reynolds to help with grading of the alleys (+) we may rent a grader from Bobcat.

5.Bobby Wayne's alley off of Highway 16 west will be looked at by Tony concerning drainage problems.

6.Tony also talked about the railroad easement by the WW Treatment plant.   Attorney Dellinger had Rosemary sign the official easement papers.  Dow also wants a list from Tony about the sites that the railroad needs to clean up before all of this paperwork is settled.     7.Cold patching of alleys and streets will start soon.     8.Catch basin cleaning will also start soon.    9.Tony attended his yearly Skeeter School in Ft. Wayne a couple of weeks ago.  Tony receives certification points by attending these classes.    9.Sidewalk repair coming and going to the High School will be worked on sometime this year.    10.Flushing all hydrants this spring will also be coming soon.    11.The yearly copper and lead water samples have been completed at 20 different town locations and the information letters have been sent to the property owners.  

Marshal Roger Young...  1.Roger reported that Andrew's cruiser is getting new tires.    2.Also Andy's car radio needs to be worked on.     3.There will be active shooter training at Frontier High School this Friday.   4.The OPO project will be coming to an end here soon.


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim stated that the Chamber Luncheon will be tomorrow at the Civic Center.   


2.The Red Cross will have a blood drive on Saturday, March 30, 2019 from 8am to 2:00pm.  This is the 
first blood drive on a Saturday.     3.Jim Davis, County Councilman reported that the south end of town 
ditch will be cleaned this spring/summer from Highway 421 going east.    4.Clerk Brown read aloud an 
email from Gayle Rogers from the Courthouse about unsafe building inspections.   VP Selagy also 
explained some of the facts.      5.Clerk Brown also mentioned about door security at the Town Hall.
