
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
     APRIL 3, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, April 3, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Kirk Quasebarth, 

Ron Benakovich and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young and 

Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.

President Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:04pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from 

March 20, 2019 meeting.  
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $60,432.71

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   President Cooley validated the 
month end statements for March 2019.
VISITORS:   Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineering was present.    a. Jon was here to explain about the lining company wanting more money to investigate 327 more laterals going to our main sewer lines.  These are multiple lines that are coming from houses where the company can't tell exactly which ones to plug or not to plug.   The extra cost for this investigation would be around $56,000.00.     After a lengthy conversation the Council and Clerk Brown decided NOT to go with the extra cost and investigation. 

Jon will also help us out with communication with our business district when they start to line that area.    
b. Clerk Brown also gave Jon a blueprint of the Vanguard Trailer area.   Vanguard has purchased more land to the southeast of their property and they are going to build a plant to make reefer trailers.  They asked us to consider running water and sewer lines to the new plant.   We gave the prints to Jon so he can evaluate them to see if we can install the water and sewer lines.
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  The only new issue to report is that KIRPC has to move the completion date of the lining.   Per the contract they are not going to meet the completion date and they must re-do the contract. 

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Clerk Brown wanted to publicly thank Marshal Young for helping with bags & brush pick up.   We are down 2 employees so this really helps... thanks Roger!     2.Roger gave everyone his new red tags and the fliers they are passing out for clean ups.  We also suggested that on the other sides of the tags he should have them in Spanish.     3.VP Stacy told Roger that there is a dog, almost daily, that is tied all day to a pole north of the trailer court. Roger will check it out.     4.Superintendent Rodgers asked Roger to start tagging the old fertilizer building on east 3rd Street.   It was damaged by a large wind storm here about 2 months ago and no clean up has followed.    5.Roger also said that the trailer park is trying to clean up its area.    

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is now looking to a new option on draining this area.   After speaking to Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineering, we may try to drain the water north  under Highway 16 to an existing drain.  Tony will start researching info on how to do this with INDOT. 

COMMUNITY CROSSING PAVING GRANT UPDATE...  We are going to get a couple more quotes on doing alley / park road paving.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...     Tony didn't have much new to add this evening.   Our one new hire Chris Franklin, will start next Monday.   Summer worker Jake Quasebarth may start in a week or two.

Marshal Roger Young...  nothing new to report this evening.


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim handed out the updated charts for the Water & Wastewater finances.    2.A 
pamphlet about National Law Day on May 1st was handed out. There will be a group at the Monticello 
library to help out with free advise that day.    3.The Bob Meyers property on East 2nd Street will have it's 
rezoning hearing in Monticello on April 8th.    4.Wayne Moncel who owns the second property west of our 
Park woods is complaining about people coming from the park area crossing over the first property and 
then into his property and starting camp fires.   Since our woods does not butt up to his property, there is 
not much we can do.     5.The Monon Preservation Society is having its annual meeting this Sunday at the 
Civic Center.   Clerk Brown and his brother will make a presentation about the Depression Era (CCC) 
Civilian Conservation Corp.    There was a CCC camp one mile north of town on the Brown family farm.         


Vice President Selagy... mentioned that the bush on the corner of 300 East and Bedford Road has finally 
been removed.   Everyone can now see around the corner.


President Cooley... asked Roger if he could check on a tree at the corner of Adams & 825 North.   
Rosemary said it is almost falling down and loosing big limbs.    -Rosemary was at the Splash Pad public 
meeting the night and she said they need all of the matching fund money by this June.   She also stated that 
the Park will not be purchasing a new mower this year.   Tony will inform the companies of this that he 
received quotes from.


Member Quasebarth... mentioned that someone from Francesville asked if one of their boy's travel 
baseball teams could play on our diamond at our Park.  We all agreed that unless they pay a hefty fee to 
play here (OR) we will not let them.
