
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
        MAY 15, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, May 15, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Superintendent Tony Rodgers, 

President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young and 

Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Member Kirk Quasebarth was 15 minutes late.   

President Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes (and) the executive meeting from 

May 1, 2019 meeting.  
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   none this time...
VISITORS:   Vernon Satchwell, property owner was present...   Vernon asked again about the street milling in front of his property (and) the small hole in front of his neighbors yard.   Superintendent Rodgers assured Vernon that the street was fixed and the hole needs to be fixed by the neighbor.  The hole is not the town's responsibility.
Larry Steele, resident was supposed to speak... but he was not present.  Clerk Brown spoke on his issue.   Larry started taking care (mowing, etc...) of the old Oak Street trailer park lots last fall.   He was going to ask if we would like to pay him a small $$ amount each month for his maintenance on the properties.  If he would not do this we would have to do it ourselves which we probably would never see any money for our efforts.
Ken Hickman made the motion that we pay Mr. Steele a small amount each month for mowing and care of these properties.
***This motion DIED for lack of a second!!!    
A couple of our members sited legal reasons, etc...for not wanting to pay Mr. Steele for doing this work.
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  Tony reported that the lining crew has a new foreman.   That fact, and the rainy weather we have had lately has made the lining project last longer then anticipated.  Hopefully everything, even the paperwork, will be completed by the end of June.   *There was a meeting at KIRPC yesterday about the new procedures we have to do at the end of the grant process.    

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Marshal Young has been handing out several red (clean up) tags here recently.    2.Roger has also given out a few mowing request warnings.     3.There will also be 3 legal letters about cleaning properties sent out here soon.       

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Nothing new to report now...

WHITE COUNTY REALTORS...GREEN SPACE MONEY FOR MONON... 
One of the Realtor agents told us that they have this money available for a downtown area ($3000).   This should be used for... maybe a gazebo, picnic tables etc...   *Our Council agreed to do this and we will have this installed in the vacant lot north of Town Hall.

FOOD FEST 2019 ON SATURDAY, JUNE 1ST... Clerk Brown read all of the info for the events happening that day.  New this year is a 5k / 10k race starting out the morning sponsored by the Monon Baptist Church.

NEIGHBORING TOWN'S UTILITY $$ RATES...   Clerk Brown presented the Council with updated utility rates from the surrounding towns.   Monon was the 3rd lowest on the water side of the rates and we were the LOWEST on the sewer rates.   That being said we finished the lowest overall for the minimum monthly utility bill in our area.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...    Here are Tony's items... 1.Issues at the Park are as follows:  Limb trimming, cold patching of the park road (and) getting quotes to PAINT the roof of the log cabin.  Also at the park all fences around the girls and boys diamonds need repair.  Buschman Fencing will be quoting the jobs.   Finally there are 30 tons of donated ag lime setting at the park ready to be spread out on all of the fields.     2.There has been a crane at the Wastewater Plant all day working on one of the clarifiers, worm gear unit.   We also need to start hauling more sludge as soon as the weather straightens up.   3.Tony is getting quotes on doing some of the “cut patching” on the street areas that are not included with our large paving job coming soon.    4.Tony and a couple of plumbing / sewer people will talk to the Provancal household (again) about what they need to do with their inter-house sewer problems.  The town has done all we can to help their situation on our side of the sewer.  


Marshal Roger Young...  Roger's issues are as follows...  1.Brackets and the new radar devices are being 


installed into our 2 police cruisers.   2.More OPO and DUITF hours are being worked by our officers.


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim mentioned that this Saturday at 10:00 am the street flowers will be planted, 
unless the weather doesn't cooperate.    2.Devon Querry presented the council with a new design for our 
street banners.  It includes our town logo of the arrowhead.  Everyone was very pleased with the banner 
design and we said go ahead with the purchase them.    3.Our TRECS account that takes state tax money 
away from former residents that did not pay their utility bills has a balance in the bank of over $2000.00. 


President Cooley... stated that North White thanked Debbie and Tim for participating and handing out 
information at their first Cinco deMayo Celebration Day here a couple of weeks ago.  


*Ken Hickman made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  


Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
