(REGULAR)
       August 21, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, August 21, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ken Hickman and Ron Benakovich.  Also present were Attorney Dow Dellinger,  Superintendent Tony Rodgers, Marshal Roger Young and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Members not in attendance were President Rosemary Cooley and Kirk Quasbarth.           

Vice President Selagy started our regular meeting @ 6:00 pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from the August 7, 2019 meeting. 
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

VISITORS:  Joe Rogers from White Co. APC was present.   Joe presented 4 different county amendments for us to consider.   1. #A38 deals with bee keeping and 4H type projects and animals.  
Ron Benakovich made the motion to approve amendment A38.   Ken Hickman seconded the motion.
*The motion carried...(our ordinance #07-2019.)     2. #A51 deals with wireless communication facility & towers, etc...   Ken Hickman made the motion to approve amendment A51.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   *The motion carried...(our ordinance #08-2019.)     3. #A58 deals with event barns, parking areas of them, etc...    Ron Benakovich made the motion to approve amendment A58.   Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   

*The motion carried...(our ordinance #09-2019.)      4. #A60 deals with fences and fence permits.
Ken Hickman made the motion to approve amendment A60.   Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.
*The motion carried...(our ordinance #10-2019.)
Vernon Satchwell, town property owner was next.   He was here (again) to complain about the drainage that comes off of Race Street and goes into his property every time we get a heavy rain.   Superintendent Tony, Clerk Brown and Member Ken all stated that there is nothing more we can do with that area that doesn't cost mega dollars.   Tony's last statement was the best.  He said that when the whole street can be paved, that could take care of it.   
Bob Allen, Linden Street resident was present.   His alley behind his house has some large pieces of old blacktop material in it and it is even getting into his yard.    *Tony assured him this is just the base material for the alley.  We will be coming back with the grinding material to finish the alley off and then maybe even roll it smooth.   This was fine with Bob as long as we can take care of it soon.
Jon Borgers, Wessler Engineering...SEWER LINING PROJECT update.      Jon said that we are still having problems with the Gutwein apartment building.   We had to pump out again, the sewer behind the building.   IPR should be coming to fix the lined pipe here next Monday.   Tony will monitor the situation all weekend.   *Jon did state that there are approximately 100 connections around town that are now capped off that should have not been hooked into the sanitary sewer.   Once we get all of the details about this situation, we may need to file a claim with our insurance company.          
Terry Saunders... complimented us on getting the street light fixed around the Meyers house in the southeast part of town.
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Tony stated that they will be starting hopefully soon with the next phase.


PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Marshal Young has 5 different areas he is concentrating on.   2.The old fertilizer plant on 3rd Street is a major concern.  Roger is working with Dow to try and get something done quickly.   3.The old Texaco station on south Market Street needs attention. Roger may also need Dow's help with this one.   4.Member Ken wants some clean up done around a remodeled house on Linville.    

5.Vice Present Selagy has a couple of properties that need attention.   The first one is at the southwest corner of Fifth & Linden Street and the other property is around the end of 1st Street and Race Streets.    6.Roger said that the old trailer on 1st Street is finally getting torn down.
