JULY 5, 2016
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, July 5, 2016 at 5:30 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Stacy Selagy, Kirk Quasebarth. President Rosemary Cooley @ 5:29 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a 

moment of silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:


Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the minutes of the special meeting & regular meeting on 


June 21, 2016.  
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion for the minutes.  The motion carried.

Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the bills – claims – payroll as presented.

 VISITORS: none this evening.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS...   The inspection letters should be going out later this week.   Clerk Brown read the letter and everyone thought it was okay.   Superintendent Rodgers stated that he will probably start the inspections next Monday, July 11th.   We are also finishing the sump pump inspection sheet.   Every property in town will be on the sheet.

ADOPTION FOR THE WATER / WASTEWATER INCREASE ORDINANCE... After the 2nd reading of both ordinances in our previous SPECIAL MEETING...  
Stacy Selagy made the motion to approve the 20% water rate increase & the 15% wastewater increase.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.    The motion carried.   *The increase will start whenever all of the software updates & new rate charts can be completed.

SEWER BOND PAYMENT DECREASE...  We had the FIRST READING of the Sewer Bond Decease Ordinance #09-2016.    Clerk Brown read part of the 38 page document.   We will put the partial ordinance in the newspaper next week and at our July 19th meeting we will have the SECOND READING and possible adoption of the ordinance.

SEWER BAN...   President Cooley presented the good news about the new Health Clinic property.   IDEM has granted a WAIVER on that property and their new construction will be a GO after the existing farm field is harvested.   President Cooley read the letter from IDEM.   

EVALUATION FORMS...  The new form submitted by Member Stacy last meeting was approved to be the form that we are going to use this year.   We will get the new form typed up and sent out soon.

INTERNAL CONTROL STANDARDS ORDINANCE (APPROVAL)...   Clerk Brown read the prepared ordinance which states that all areas of the town government must have written procedures,  especially starting with daily receipts and financial matters.
Ken Hickman made the motion to approve the ordinance.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

COX PROPERTY TREE...  Mr. Cox and his attorney were not able to attend this meeting.   We will put them on the agenda for our next meeting on July 19th.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1. Tony stated that part of our wastewater trouble is the build up of too much SLUDGE.   This is because our “drying beds” stay too wet for a long period.   Tony is checking into a couple of different solutions & costs.   First is having large capacity sludge haulers remove the sludge and second is to purchase BIO BAGS.   This will let the moisture drain out of the bag and let the sludge dry out without getting wetter.   2. As said before Tony will start on the sump pump inspections next week.   3. The storm water grate at the south end of Race Street will have stone built up around it to keep out sewage waste in case there is a next flood.   4. The stone quarry will be sending their large front end loader to push our brush pile back.   5. Our 450 truck is having a major engine overhaul.   Gutweins will also do a recall on the truck.   6. The digester pump at the wastewater treatment plant is being repaired.

Mr. Cox's tree meeting will be re-
scheduled for July 19th.   5. Roger is getting quotes on property clean-ups.  *Member Hickman wants 
Roger to check on how we can legally clean up properties quicker.  


Clerk-Treasurer Tim Brown...   1. The new leased printer / copier has been delivered to Town Hall.   


2. The last week of July is the County Fair week.   Volunteers are still needed to work the Lions / Tri-
Kappa booth.   I will be working there 3 mornings in a row.   3. We will start working on the 2017 
Budget numbers.  The first deadline is August 19th.   That is when we have to present our figures to the 
DLGF at a meeting in Monticello for their approval.   


Member Kirk Quasebarth... wanted to remind everyone that when Tony was hired into the 
Superintendent job, he was put on PROBATION.   The time is now up... Good job Tony.


President Rosemary Cooley...  1. Rosemary thanked Tony for his and his crew's hard work on getting 
the town looking nice!   2. Resident Ann Heims called Rosemary.   She would like to get the power 
increased in her street light bulbs.   We will call NIPSCO to see what we can do.   3. Resident Terry 
Saunders was here before our meeting started.   She brought in remains of used fireworks that fell on 
her property.   She also gave us pages from our ordinance book about fireworks.   Roger will look into 
her complaint.
