
 COUNCIL MEETING

MARCH 21, 2017
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, March 21, 2017 at 

5:30 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Kirk Quasebarth and Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Attorney Dow Dellinger, Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, VP Dave Stimmel and Marshal Roger Young.       

-No one was absent. 

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 5:29 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.

TOWNSHIP CONTRACTS SIGNING... The contract for the Park & Fire Department and the EMS people were signed.  Copies of the contracts will be sent to the Township Trustee.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the minutes of the (regular meeting) on March 7, 2017.  
Dave Stimmel seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Dave Stimmel then made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $73,758.20

KIRPC / STORMWATER INSPECTION GRANT, PUBLIC MEETING... 
*The meeting was brought to order at 5:33 pm.  Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineering started the 
meeting.  Jon presented us with 3 binders with all of the information.  He also explained the 5 
alternatives that the town has for fixing up the sewer lines and the plant.  The first one is do nothing. 
The 2nd one is to build a new plant.  The 3rd option is to replace all of the sewer lines and laterals in town. 
That cost would be $6.3 mil to $7.9 mil.  The 4th option would be to rehab the sewers and manholes plus 
lining the sewers.  This cost would be $3.5 mil to $4.2 mil.   The last alternative would be a phased in 
plan that has a little bit of the other options priced at $4.7 mil to $5.9 mil.   KIRPC representative Shaun 
Cain then explained some options on getting grants.  A representative from RCAP was also present and 
he also gave us some info.  Shaun told us that we could maybe get a grant for around $800k with the 
town paying 20% of the costs.  Jon Borgers thought that the first thing we need to do is have some 
camera work done inside the sewers so we could locate the worst parts.  Resident Jacob Garling had a 
question or two about the sewers.
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept Resolution #03-2017 for the Study Grant.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

**The public meeting ended at 5:59 pm.   
VISITORS: … Monon Rezoning Discussion... 1. Director Joe Rogers from APC was the first to speak. Joe explained about both of the parts of the rezone.  He stated that in the APC meeting about the rezone on March 13th, the APC members voted to not recommend our town going ahead with the rezone for both sections.  Resident Jacob Garling spoke next.  He presented the Council with a petition with 16 resident's signatures against the rezone of A1 properties to B1 or B2.  His basic comment was that most of the people that were going to speak this evening moved into these outer properties so they could have animals.  Following Jacob to speak were town residents Eric Mosher, Robert Bilderback, Claude Johnson & Terry Saunders.  All of these residents asked would there be any added benefits if they would agree to change the zoning.  The answer was no.  After this Joe Rogers explained what “grandfathered in” really means in regards to zoning.   He also told about what other communities have done with their agriculture zoning.  After some more discussion...
Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept the downtown rezoning from B1 & B2 to (B4).
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.   The motion carried with a 3 to 1 vote.  

(Kirk Quasebarth voted no.)   
After a bit more discussion...
Dave Stimmel made the motion to change all of the in town A1 properties to R1 or R2.  

**...there was not a (second) to this motion.   The motion died for lack of a second.

***per Joe Rogers, the ordinance for the A1 change will lie dormant for 90 days starting on March 13th.  If no action is taken within 90 days the A1 zoning will not change.     

PARK ISSUES...  1.President Cooley will have a meeting with the 5 candidates for the 4 Park Board positions tomorrow night.  Hopefully the Council will be able to vote on the 4 positions at our next regular meeting.   2.VP Stimmel questioned the ability of the new park caretaker to take of major machinery problems. Superintendent Rogers said he would work with the caretaker person.   3.Tony (or whoever) will also have the caretaker sign off before they start on all of the duties they are supposed to accomplish.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN INFO...  *Superintendent Tony Rodgers reported that approximately 52% of the sump pump inspections have been completed.   Tony then stated that the amount 

of violations found is only around 20 properties. 

PROPERTY (YARD) CLEAN-UP...  Marshal Young stated that out of the 83 letters that were sent out there are only 6 properties that will need more attention.  The Trosper property at Market & Brook Streets will get another 90 day notice to get the property cleaned.  If there is no response in that time we will put a lien on the property and tear down the house.

SIDEWALK REPAIRS... Superintendent Rodgers reported that Ray Tanner has finished the sidewalk on 4th Street plus he has also finished the sidewalk at Reed Street and Highway 421.  He will give us another quote for a section of sidewalk on east side of Walnut Street just north of 4th Street.

EAST 4TH STREET PROPERTY...NOT ANNEXED.    The residents at this property have agreed to be annexed...as long as they can keep their 4H animals...and we said they could.   Attorney Dellinger will get an agreement ready for them to sign.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1.Tony first addressed the need to repair pump #4 at our well field.  It was found out in the last inspection by Peerless that its efficiency has gone way down.  This work will cost the Town $21,700.   Dave Stimmel made the motion to get pump #4 repaired.  Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
2.Tony has ordered highway signs that say Wellhead Protection area.  3.Tony and the workers will be replacing a hydrant on Evergreen Court.   4.Tony has ordered the new light covers at the Civic Center.   5.Mug-A-Bug will be testing our mosquito equipment in April.   6.Tony has rented a piece of equipment for 3 days for our Bobcat that levels out our alleys.  

7.Tony has most of his IDEM report completed.   8.Our street sweeper should be back soon from being serviced. 

Marshal Roger Young...  1.The school highway lights should be installed soon.   2.Operation Pull Over project will be ending this Sunday.


Clerk Tim Brown... 1. The next 4 Council meetings, in April and May, will be at 6:00pm 
WEDNESDAY nights.   2.We have ordered Tony a new computer for his Town Hall office.   3.We had a 
Leprechaun in front of  Town Hall on St. Patrick's Day handing out candy.  It was very hard to catch him  
to make him do that...


VP Dave Stimmel... 1.Dave wanted to know if the concrete pieces for a driveway were removed at the 
Maple Street resident's house.  The answer is yes.   2.The stump removal project should start soon.   


3.Dave informed Tony that there is a large part of a tree that needs to be removed west of Annis Mini Mart.  4.Resident Ann Heims wants more street light coverage around her south Market Street 

residence.  We will try to get the brightest bulb installed in the closest light to her.


Ken Hickman made the motion to adjourn the meeting.


Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
