
 COUNCIL MEETING

OCTOBER 3, 2017
     TUESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, October 3, 2017 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were VP Dave Stimmel and Kirk Quasebarth.  Also present were Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown, President Rosemary Cooley, Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers and Attorney Dow Dellinger.

-Member Ken Hickman and Stacy Selagy were absent.   

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 5:57 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept the minutes of the regular and (special) meeting on 

September 19, 2017.  
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Dave Stimmel seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $50,713.80 

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   President Cooley reviewed and 
validated the month end statements from September.

VISITORS:
Vernon Satchwell, property owner was present.   President Cooley called on Vernon to speak but he said he was just there to listen to the meeting.
Marcie Howard, resident was present... Mrs. Howard had a complaint about her neighbor's new fence and outbuilding.  It was explained to her that everything they did was legal.  If she would like to check with the APC in Monticello that would be fine.
Kenny Sheffer, resident was present...  Kenny wanted to thank Tony and our workers for their hard work dealing with our sewer and water problems.  He also wanted to know if our water was safe to drink?   Tony gave him the details of the upcoming repair work and also assured him that the water is safe to drink.       

Town Insurance Bids...  Neither Howe Insurance nor Moncel Insurance reps were present.  Both companies talked to Clerk Brown earlier in the week.  Howe Insurance basically backed out.  Howe's monthly price was going to be $7197.71 and the Moncel price is $4988.32.  
Dave Stimmel made the motion to go with the Moncel bid.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
PARK ISSUES...   President Cooley presented the last park board minutes and said that there was a park board meeting at the log cabin after our meeting.    VP Stimmel asked Tony about ordering the tree identification signs.  Tony said he is working on it.   Superintendent Rodgers said 3 new ceiling fans have been installed in the cabin.  *Two of the fans were donated by the HESS FAMILY.  The tennis courts and our 2 basketball courts have been re-sealed.  Tribbett Electric should be here in a couple of weeks to fix the baseball lights.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… The inspections will hopefully be starting soon.  Letters may be sent out to some of the residents that may not be home during the day asking if we can make an appointment to inspect their sump pumps.  

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young said they have been dealing with our trailer court problems.

One problem in particular is the one trailer that keeps dumping raw sewage on the ground. 

EAST SIDE PROPERTY...NOT ANNEXED.   The annex meeting at the White County APC meeting will be Tuesday, October the 10th @ 6 pm.   Per Attorney Dellinger, in 60 days this process should be finished.
SOLAR FARM EASEMENT... Attorney Dellinger stated a materials list will be forthcoming which will be reviewed by Tony so our Wellhead Project officials can review them.

WATER FILTERING ISSUES... Superintendent Rodgers stated that the Iowa company rep did his evaluation.   There are 2 holes in pipes inside of the tank.  The filter tank can not clean itself correctly because of drainage problems which means our lift station at the water plant needs fixed.  Finally when these items are repaired the media rock inside of the tank needs flushed several times to clean it.  If it does not get cleaned...new media must be purchased for it.   

COMMUNITY CROSSING PAVING GRANT AWARD... Clerk Brown read the letter from the State giving us the grant.  No check has been received yet... we have to do more paperwork and attend a meeting before we can receive it.   If the weather says okay, Town & Country Paving may even start soon.
TREE & SIDEWALK ORDINANCE DISCUSSION... There have been several questions on how we interpret the ordinances.   Attorney Dellinger stated that if we change the wording we may become (more) liable for the expenses of the sidewalk and the trees.  *It was decided to leave the wording as is.

VP Stimmel brought up about the INDOT re-construction of the sidewalk intersections on Highway 421.  No local money is being spent on this so they can do whatever they want.   

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1.The water plant work will be October 9, 10 and 11.  The process will also include a vac truck, several samples will be needed, plumbing work will be done to by-pass the tank and Tony will need to contact IDEM.    2.The Wastewater aeration tanks will be cleaned out.   3.One of the high service pumps is being serviced at the water plant.   4.The TV cable burying depth was discussed.  Attorney Dellinger will send us the info for this.  

Marshal Roger Young...  1.Roger stated that the new tasers are in.   2.INDOT was here today to work on the Highway 421 school zone light and Highway 16 light.   3.Roger and our officers will be riding school buses to try and catch cars running the school bus arms.   4.Roger and the officers will be doing more morning traffic patrols.   5.Roger will giving out his reports next month.

Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Monday, October 16 Tony and I will travel to Laporte to INDOT for our paving grant meeting.   2.Thursday, October 19 I will be at our fall conference in Middlebury.   3.Debbie will be out of the office on 10-20 and 10-23.   4.Our credit card payments have started.  The income for September is the second best of the year.    5.Last Friday we published on our website the details with our water problem.  We even included some of the costs for the project. 

Council Members:

VP Stimmel... 1.Dave brought up the need for more sidewalk repairs before the end of the year...but he knows that we have to wait until all of our water needs are finished.   2.Dave also checked on how much money is left in the Park budget.   3.Dave wants Tony to install LED bulbs in any light he changes...inside or outside.
Kirk Quasebarth made a motion to adjourn.

Dave Stimmel seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

The meeting adjourned at 7:03 pm.
