
 COUNCIL MEETING

JANUARY 16, 2018
     TUESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, January 16, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Kirk Quasebarth and Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown, President Rosemary Cooley and Attorney Dow Dellinger.

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 6:00 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the minutes of the SPECIAL meeting on December 27, 2017.

VISITORS:
Larry Brown was present to give the yearly White County Economic Development Group report.   1.Larry first gave history of the group.  Then Larry stated that the group is pushing the Work One company's jobs program.   Not only Work One will find you a clean person to work for your company (but) they will also pay half of their salary.  Larry stated that a rep person from Work One should be here someday to talk to our Council.  2.Finally the group's spec building out by I-65 is off of the market.  They may have a buyer for the property.

OPEN COUNCIL SEAT CANDIDATE INTERVIEWS...  President Cooley thanked all of the candidates for running for the open seat and wished them good luck.
Anthony Hunnicutt, Aleta Clark, Ron Benakovich and Fidel Martinez were present.
Each person gave a fine presentation of themselves and each answered questions from the 4 existing Council Members.   *The voting / appointment for our new member will be at the end of this meeting.

PARK ISSUES...   Superintendent Rodgers stated the following...  1.At a Park Board meeting this afternoon the first thing that was discussed was trying to get a grant for the SPLASH PAD.  Tony explained the process for the grant plus the board will try to get donations from local individuals and businesses.

2.Member Hickman asked about the equipment we purchased from Liberty Township.  Tony gave all of the information needed for the equipment.  3.The new park swing benches should be installed when the weather improves.  4.Plaques will also be installed soon.  The plaques will designate the different grasses and trees that are in the park.  5.The CARETAKER park job will be posted in the local newspapers and at Town Hall here soon.   6.There is still a tree in the back of the park that has fallen and will be given away.    7.The pole barn building will get some needed repairs this year.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… This is ongoing.  The bad weather here lately has also slowed down the inspections.   Jon Borgers-Wessler's will be at our next meeting to talk about the grant. 

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Marshal Young stated the the Trosper property owner from Florida may have talked to the people that are interested in buying the property.   2.Roger will talk to the residents of some properties about getting rid of old couches, etc... that are outside.   3.Resident Terry Saunders brought a copy of the “sidewalk snow removal ordinance.”  The ordinance states that people can be fined if they do not scoop their sidewalks clean.  We will put an announcement on our website stating this. 

SOLAR FARM EASEMENT... Attorney Dellinger stated that the solar company is waiting on info from NIPSCO before they can proceed.   We will take this item off our agenda starting next time.
DOWNTOWN BUILDING FRONTS & CONDITIONS... Marshal Young and Member Hickman stated that the January meeting with building owners will be moved to April.

Fire Services.
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to approve the 4 contracts.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.   We then signed the contracts and they will be sent out. 

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   The only thing Tony reported on was all of the hours used up by both Tony and the boys plowing snow.  Hopefully that will be over soon...  

Marshal Roger Young...  Roger is having trouble with the police computers.  Eric Storm at the county will work on them.  Roger will also be getting “report writing” software.  He will get the county's prosecution department to pay for the software.
