
 COUNCIL MEETING

OCTOBER 3, 2018
     WEDNESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, October 3, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent. 

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 6:03 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the regular, special and executive meeting minutes from September 19, 2018.  
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   President Cooley reviewed and 
validated the September month end statements.
VISITORS:   VERNON SATCHWELL, PROPERTY OWNER... was here again to make sure his drainage problem on Race Street will be fixed and also he does not want us (or him) to pay for it...again. 
-MONCEL INUSRANCE, PARK INSURANCE PROBLEM... Hazel from Moncel Insurance was here to explain about the problem.   The problem is about our volunteer people and if the caretaker person ever gives them money.  The bottom line is that only volunteers are covered working there.  If someone is paid by whomever just to help out a bit, the town is liable.

PARK ISSUES...   1. Superintendent Rodgers is getting with our caretaker to get rid of the fall weeds on all of the ball diamonds. Plus getting rid of the weeds in the ditch and on the tennis court.   2. Other items are tree trimming and moving the soccer goals.   3. Tony also reported all of the hours on the park mowers.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Per Tony... 1. Clint Garling will hopefully get all of the sumps completed by the end of the year.   2.  We have a sewer lining grant meeting on Nov. 7th  with the contractors.  They should be half completed by then.  All water they use will be metered and they will pay us for it.   Any debris from the sewers will be put into our drying beds.  They will start on the manholes first.  We told them they could work until 10:00 pm.    3. The sump drain hose on Race Street that drains by the street will be looked at again by Tony to see if it can maybe be run to the back of the property.

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. Marshal Young said that more abandoned vehicle tagging will start soon.

2.One of our nice citizens picked up & disposed of an old couch by the Provancal house and also in back of the old Pizza King.   3.Roger will check on chickens around the 200 block of Race Street.   

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is working with US Aggregates to see if they will bring their big front end loader.   They should be there next Tuesday to get started.

STREET PARKING INVESTIGATION...  Marshal Young suggested 3rd Street between 421 & Pine Street...south side (&) 4th Street between Arch and the trailer court....north side.   Also needed is Linden Street between 4th and 5th Streets...the east side.   They will also be watching parking near stop signs and fire hydrants.     

WATER LOSS UTILITY INSURANCE DISCUSSION... Deputy Clerk Debbie and I watched a webinar on the subject. It was about people with leaks in their houses and instead of adjusting their water bills for leaks, all of the higher bill total would be paid by this insurance...we would receive all of the leak money instead of adjusting it out.  There would be a $500 cap (but) each account would be charged $1 more each month on their bill. *We all decided that we will wait till next year.  

UTILITY RATE INCREASE of 3%, 1ST READING... Both of the water and wastewater ordinances were read for the first time.  Both ordinances will then be put once in a local newspaper and then we will have the second reading after the posting and adopt both ordinances.

SALARY ORDINANCE FOR 2019...2nd READING.      Clerk Brown handed out copies of the 2019 Ordinance to all of the members to review again.  After a short discussion...
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the 2019 Budget figures.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   The motion carried.    *The ordinance number is 04-2018.  The ordinance was signed by each member to be scanned and sent to the SBOA.

PAY PARK CARETAKER FOR (1) MORE PAY PERIOD... Our park caretaker started one pay period early because Easter was on April the 1st.   That left the last pay period around Halloween that would not be paid for.  *The Park Board and our Council both agreed to pay her for this last pay period through Halloween.   

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...  1.Town & Country Paving will be here next week to do paving on our cut areas.  *Attorney Dellinger explained about the Race Street water problem and said that the paving company may not take care of the problem for free.   2.The boys are trying to run the street sweeper a bunch.   3.Our Bobcat is in the shop in Lafayette to take care of a gear problem.   4.President Cooley asked Tony if the plumbing problems with our softener system were fixed.   Tony said everything is repaired and it should be working better soon.

Marshal Roger Young...  1. Roger handed out his quarterly reports.  They included OPO, DUITF, stops, etc...   2.The street flowers will still be watered for another 2 to 3 weeks unless the weather gets bad.   

3.Deputy Lanoue and Officer Kyburz will be attending SRO in South Bend next week.  Roger & another officer will attend the training the following week.


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Our Community Crossing paving grant has been reviewed by the State and they 
had us update it.   The last day for submitting the grant was September 28th.     2.Halloween / Trick-or-
Treat / costume contest will be on October 31, Wednesday starting at 5:00 pm.   3.The graphs for water 
and wastewater finances were passed out for the month of September.   4.We will try to have the carpets 
cleaned in a few weeks here in our conference room.    5.Deputy Clerk Debbie and myself will be going to 


the fall Clerk-Treasurer's conference in Middlebury on October 18.   6.We will try and get a quote for the 
old tile area in the conference room.
