
 COUNCIL MEETING

DECEMBER 19, 2018
     TUESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, December 19, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.

President Rosemary Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from December 5, 2018.  
Ken Hickman seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $298,688.80

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   None this time.
VISITORS:   Joe Rogers from White County APC was present.   Joe was here to ask our Council to start the re-zoning approval process on 7 lots owned by 2 different people.  The lots are presently zoned “I” Industrial and they should be zoned “R1”... single family residential.  They have been zoned this way forever and they need changed.   The lots are located at the southwest corner of the intersection of Pine Street and 2nd Street.
Ron Benakovich made the motion to direct and authorize the White Co. APC office to start the rezone process from “I” to “R1”.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.    *The motion carried.    

**President Cooley asked Joe if the County could help us find an engineer that could help in  condemning some of our old buildings downtown.   We also thought that if this person could be found the other county towns might share this person.  Joe will check with the County Commissioners to start the process.     

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… 1.The sump pump inspection  “correction” letters will be sent out in a few weeks.  Tony will get with Jon Borgers to make sure the wording is correct on the letters before they are sent out.    2. The first invoices for the grant have been paid.    3. The actual lining process should start after the first of the new year.

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. Marshal Young has been talking to several home owners around town that have started doing remodeling projects.  He reminds them that they can't leave large piles of materials in their yards for a long period of time.   2. President Cooley wanted Superintendent Rodgers to check on the property at the northwest corner of Spruce and 5th Street.  There is a large pile of branches on the Spruce Street side.

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is going to have Kyburz Construction start making a natural drainway to move some of the water out of the area.  An actual drain tile system will wait a while.  The manhole that we need to connect to is actually on Vanguard's property.  Tony will start communicating with them to see if we can tap into it.

TRECS TAX REFUND PROGRAM... Attorney Dellinger looked at all the info we had for this State program and he agreed this is a good way for us to get un-collected utility payments.  This may also branch out into getting payments for property cleaning, etc...
Ken Hickman made the motion for us to start the TRECS program.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   The motion carried.  *We signed their form & it will be sent.

Clerk Tim Brown...  1. The Town Hall office will be closed on Christmas Eve day and Christmas day.


2. Clerk Brown and President Cooley signed the next phase of contracts for our paving grant with INDOT 
and Central Paving.    3. It was announced that the next door Clinic has been purchase by a down town 
business owner.   4. Clerk Brown also announced that there will be only (1) meeting in January...  it will be 
the second one.


VP Selagy... Stacy stated that there is not good lighting around a school bus stop at the corner of Dorothy 
and Shields Street.   Marshal Young will get with North White officials to see if there are any other stops 
in town that need any additional lights.  When we find this out we will get with NIPSCO to see if 
we can 
get some lights installed.


Member Hickman... inquired once again about the status of the County Commissioner contract with the 
Liberty Landfill about getting us some of the tipping fee money.  Attorney Dellinger said as far as he 
knows we are still in the running to get some of the money.


President Cooley...  asked about a dead tree around the end of north Adams Street. Branches fall from the 
tree periodically and one of these days someone will probably get hit by one.   Roger stated that the tree is 
not in town, he will talk to the County about it.   


*Ron Benakovich made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  


Ken Hickman seconded the motion.
