
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
        August 7, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, August 17, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy and Ron Benakovich.  Also present were President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger,  Superintendent Tony Rodgers, and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Members not in attendance were Ken Hickman, Kirk Quasbarth and Marshal Young (*Roger was at an accident & he was ½ hour late.)          

President Cooley started our regular meeting @ 6:02 pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from the July 17, 2019 meeting. 
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:  President Cooley reviewed and 
validated the 3 accounts balance sheets for July 2019.
VISITORS: Jon Borgers, Wessler Engineering...SEWER LINING PROJECT update.      1.Jon said that all of the regular work has been completed.   All pay vouchers should be submitted to us soon.   

2.Jon also stated that the 2 home owners that had to stay in hotels that gave us travel miles and meals to be reimbursed should be paid by the lining company.    3.Finally all of the rutted / torn up yards and torn up alleyways will be cleaned up and new grass seed planted if needed.

-President Cooley also asked Jon how the research for Vanguard is going on us supplying water and sewer service to their new site.  Jon said he should have that completed in a week or two.
Kathleen Alexander, county resident was present.   She had a complaint about the 2 hog farms in the northwest part of the county.   Since she does not live in town we told her she needs to contact White County APC at the courthouse in Monticello.
John Kikials, county resident was also present...for the first time.   He had nothing to say.  He just wanted to attend one of our meetings

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Nothing new to talk about except for Jon Borgers comments from above.


PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young was not here to make a report.  

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...Superintendent Rodgers and Jon Borgers (who should be here today) will investigate this problem more on Thursday.

MEAT LOCKER, NEW VALVE TO BE INSTALLED... Tony, President Cooley, plumber Roger Young and Clerk Brown met with owner Josh Grabow on Tuesday in our conference room.   Last weekend our crew installed a new meter and valve outside of the meat locker.   With everyone's agreement we will take out our old meter and valve from inside of the building and also change out some of the existing piping.   Hopefully we can get all of this accomplished in a few weeks.    

PAVING UPDATE and 2020 PAVING GRANT... 1.We paid Central Paving today for the blacktopping that was just completed.   Central Paving did a super job on our project.   2.Last Friday was the deadline for the 2020 Community Crossing grant submittal... we met the deadline and now we hope we receive the grant.  We should know sometime in October. 


CENSUS FOR 2020... Nothing new to report here.


SIDEWALK REPAIR QUOTES... We are waiting on a re-quote from one of the contractors and as soon 
as we get things straightened out, we will get this project started.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1. The barn / shed at the Park is 99% complete.  More stone needs to be added to the inside of the barn.  The concrete for the approach needs to be fixed & also in this short amount of time someone ran into the northwest corner of the building.  This will need repaired.

2.The new personalized swing is installed.    3.A bunch of the paving grindings will be used on the little league parking lot.   4.One of the aeration tanks at the WW plant is being cleaned out to be repaired soon.    5.More of the grindings will also be used in some of our alleys.  We are borrowing a grader from Reynolds to help with this process.    6.Our 3 summer help people are done working.   Steve Hubbard will continue working part time.   *They have all done a good job this summer...THANKS!     7.Tony said that he is thinking about hiring (or looking  into hiring) another utility person.  He will keep everyone updated.     


Marshal Roger Young...  was not here to make a report.

Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim passed out this month's water & wastewater financial charts.   2.Joe from 
White Co. APC will be here to present 3 new ordinances on 8-21.     3.The Mohler family would like to 
thank both Chris Franklin & Steve Hubbard for professionally trimming & cleaning up the trees on Hollis' 
property.   Thanks guys!!!    4.Clerk Brown will go to Monticello next Monday to have our 2020 Budget 
figures gone through by the DLGF.    5.We have just entered into an agreement with Harmon-McClintic 
Insurance in Monticello.   We are purchasing CYBER / COMPUTER insurance from them.   We are being 
mandated by IDEM to do this.  This policy will cover all departments in town.    6.We had another 
GAZEBO meeting with the White Co. Realtor people.  We are moving forward with proposed plans.   No 
construction will start until next spring.  We would still like local contractor Fred Mancia involved if he 
could be.    7.Tim presented 2 letters from the county, one for $5000 grants for this year and the other for 
people to get on a committee for the county's Comprehensive Plan.


Vice President Selagy... 1.Stacy brought up about the enforcing of our pool fence ordinance.  Marshal 
Young thinks they are getting a handle on the situation.   2.Next Monday night will be the rezone meeting 
for the new Vanguard property.    3.Stacy thanked again Tony and our workers for the work on Mohler's 
trees and Provancal's alley.   4.Once again the property just east of the tracks, south of 3rd Street was 
brought up.   It needs super cleaned up and it is dangerous.   Attorney Dellinger will now get involved in 
the clean up process.     5.The church, (former video store), parking problem on west Highway 16 was 
discussed.   Originally that property was just going to be used for a short time but it has turned into several 
years.  The parking there when there is church service is bad.   Stacy said she will get with APC about the 
parking situation.    6.Roger will check on the partial torn down trailer at the end of Race Street.   7.Roger 
will also check on 2 other properties at the end of Race Street.  There is also a property on Arch St. that 
needs mowed.   


Member Benakovich... 1.Ron complimented Tony on the decreased spending on supplies.   2.Ron also 
thought the new paved streets looked great.   3.There is a trailer in need of repair on Evergreen 
Court...Roger will check it out.   3.Ron would still like the big diamond's fence fixed.  President Cooley is 
going to get in contact with some Park Board members to see if they have any problems with that.    
4.Tony is going to cold patch some chuck holes on Holly Street.


President Cooley... One of the downtown buildings in our historic district is being remodeled.   Rules are 
if you go after state funds to help you remodel, there is a lot of special paperwork that has to be done.   But 
if you are paying for the remodeling yourself you can do whatever you want, mostly.   Rosemary wanted 
this clarified.
