
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
    November 6, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, November 6, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were President Rosemary Cooley, Vice President Stacy Selagy, Kirk Quasebarth, Ken Hickman and Ron Benakovich.  Also present were Attorney Dow Dellinger,  Superintendent Tony Rodgers, Marshal Roger Young and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.     

President Cooley started our regular meeting @ 5:57 pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the regular (and special) meeting minutes from the 

October 16, 2019 meeting. 
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

*Before the motion was made for the bills, Member Quasebarth asked Superintendent Tony about the cost of a couple of water line repair clamps.  Tony answered his question.
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.
Motion carried.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF... President Cooley validated and 
looked over the month end statements for our general, water & wastewater accounts.   
VISITORS:
*Terry Saunders town resident asked Tony about some new markings that are on the street outside her house.  Tony told her that they are not our markings.      **She also brought up non-employee people riding in our town vehicles.  President Cooley told Terry that this topic will be brought up in an EXECUTIVE MEETING that will follow this meeting. 
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… 1.KIRPC is still having trouble getting IPR correct paperwork to the state.  We can't finish our part until IPR gets their paperwork finished.

2.Tony will have 25 sump pump letters ready to go soon to residents announcing our 2nd inspection to see if they have their sump pump problems corrected.   *President Cooley wants Tony to investigate the property at 117 Arch concerning gurgling sewer pipes around 11:00 pm every evening.  Before the sewer lining project this never happened before.  Tony hasn't investigated this yet.   **There was also an issue at 206 Walnut Street (but) Tony took care of this.   

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Roger is looking through his letters to see if the 10 day deadline is up.  The next stage can then start.    2.There was a shed on Railroad Street that needed to be torn down...and Roger reported that it has been torn down. 


WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM... Tony is going to call in LOCATES soon so they can 
start digging to see if they can locate the nearest storm drain.   *This may happen in a couple of days.  

MEAT LOCKER, NEW VALVE TO BE INSTALLED... *The inside line was fixed last weekend, finally!  There should be no more leaks.   Tony had pictures of the repair. 


(REVISED) **2020 SALARY ORDINANCE,  2ND READING & ADOPTION...  Per a new state 
code, the elected clerk-treasurer's salary amounts must include (all) pay types.   Insurance that the town 
pays, retirement, longevity payments, etc...   This new language was added.


Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the revised salary ordinance.


Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1.Tony will be gone tomorrow Thursday the 7th.    2.The small water main leak on Highway 16 turned into a major problem.  We had to do a full town WATER BOIL notice.   After 18 hours of work (plus) more work the next day the leak was repaired.     3.Tony gave the engineer person working on our DITCH DREDGE project some of our blueprints of the town area.  Rosemary is still waiting on a “form letter” from him that can be sent to our County Commissioners.   4.The little league light that blew down has had its base set and also the first section of tower is set.    5.The street grindings behind the firehouse have been leveled out.    6.The sidewalk repair project is getting halfway completed.    7. The property at 206 Walnut has had some alley repair work completed.    7.The street grindings at the Annis lot and the little league area will be spread out on several different places.    8.Several new storm drain covers have been ordered.    9.We talked to our sidewalk contractor about maybe doing slabs of concrete for our new gazebo & old school bench for next spring.    9.The new master water meter at the plant should be here on November 11th.    10.Tony is trying to get the Scadata system at the water plant to convert the hour readings to gallons.    11.Tony will meet with 2 of our council members and have a meeting on Tony's 3 prospective hire candidates.       


Marshal Roger Young...  1.Roger has hired a new full time deputy.  His name is Ryan Rusk and he is 
from Rensselaer.  Ryan has to complete the police academy and until he does he can not be one of our 
SRO officers.   2.Last week both of our crossing guards almost got hit.  Roger is proposing getting 
$3800.00 worth of flashers & lights to be installed around both crossing areas.     3.The OPO hours for 
next year have been decreased.  We will be doing the grant paperwork through us.    


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Debbie & I will be out of the office on 11-08 for the Community Crossing 
conference at INDOT in Indianapolis.   2.Tim handed out the water & wastewater graphs for October.  
They also are the first evidence for our 2020 rate increases for water and sewer rates.  We will have 
discussions each meeting in the future about this until we settle on a new rate.    3.The council agreed to 
urine test just the top candidate before we offer him the job.    


Vice President Selagy... explained all about how the TIF district will work.   The first major date for 
paperwork to be filed is March 1, 2020.   Attorney Dellinger also gave us more info on the subject.


President Cooley... brought up again the need for CSX railroad to clean up around all of their track areas. 
Superintendent Tony said he may know someone that we can contact.     2.Rosemary also read 2 letters.   
One was from a State Representative congratulating us on being awarded our Community Crossing grant.   
The next was from a resident around Brook & Maple Streets. She first wants new sidewalks around her 
area (+) she has cloudy water in her house.   Tony stated that area is on the end of one of our water line 
routes. Tony said he would flush hydrants around that area which could help her situation.    


*Stacy Selagy made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  


Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.
